Don’t leave window and door keys in their locks





Always draw your curtains at night & ensure valuable items cannot be seen easily from outside





Visible Burglar alarms, good lighting and security lighting can be excellent deterrents 





Use timers on lights and radios when not at home





Always lock door and windows when going out, even if you will only be gone a short time





Make sure that garden tools or ladders that could be used to force entry into your home are not left lying around outside





Do not leave spare keys inside a Garage or Shed. Your Garage and shed should be kept locked and secure 





Window locks help stop people getting in. Especially in older windows, or homes without double glazing





Keep car and garage keys out of sight when in the house

With the arrival of darker evenings and winter weather, Larne police are urging all road users to take extra care and drive according to the conditions.





Sgt Colin Skinner explains: “Driving too quickly for the road conditions is one of the biggest causes of road collisions during the autumn and winter.





“The speed limit on a road is the maximum permitted, however it is not always the best speed to suit the conditions. 





“If the road is wet, if visibility is reduced or even if traffic is heavy – slow down, it could save your life.”
