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POLICE CRIME ALERT

Peninsula Neighbourhood Officers are concerned about the increase in burglaries in the area. These are occurring both during the day and at night. Opportunist thieves commit most burglaries. In two out of ten burglaries they don’t even have to use force – they get in through an open door or window. 

HOW SECURE IS YOUR HOME?

· All ground floor windows and any upstairs windows that have access to them should be fitted with window locks. Ideally these should be of an automatic or snap lock design, which locks on closing and requires a small key to open.

· Your front door is also vulnerable; you should fit a 5-lever mortice deadlock. This means that it can only be opened with a key from the inside and out.

· Make property unattractive to the thief – mark it with postcode and house number visibly with an engraver or invisibly with an ultra violet pen.

· Don’t leave cash in the house. Remove car keys, handbags and wallets out of sight.

· A Burglar Alarm is a good deterrent but don’t forget to put it on when you go out and go to bed.

· Be a Good Neighbour, report suspicious activity immediately to Police.
