Much of the crime is opportunist in nature, so the police in the Peninsula are seeking your assistance in preventing this type of seasonal crime.

Peninsula Police have prepared a special Christmas menu for you, in order to prevent the criminal having an enjoyable Christmas at the victim's expense.

STARTER

YOUR CAR

Presents left in view

Keep presents out of sight. – If they can be seen they can be stolen

Keys left in ignition

Never leave keys in the ignition – even for a short period e.g. garage forecourt, post box

Cars left unlocked

Always close windows, engage steering lock, fit an approved security device and lock all doors

Chequebook and cards left in glove compartment

Take all valuables with you

Parked in a dark secluded area

Park in well-lit area or in an attended car park

MAIN COURSE

YOUR HOUSE

Doors and windows not secured

Ensure all doors and windows are locked

Presents displayed under the Christmas tree

Presents should be kept out of view

Car keys and handbags conveniently placed

Never leave car keys or handbags downstairs or in view at night

The unoccupied look

Going on holiday, use timer switches, cancel deliveries, inform local police station and neighbours

Opening your door to strangers

Only open your door after identifying the caller

Large amounts of cash left at home

Do not keep large amounts of cash at home – use bank/building society

DESSERT  

YOUR PROPERTY

Bicycles not secured

Lock all bicycles and have them marked after noting serial /model numbers

Large amounts of cash carried in handbag/wallet

Do not carry unnecessary amounts of cash

Chequebook and card left unattended

Never leave your chequebook and card together, keep your pin number confidential

COFFEE  

PASSING STOLEN GOODS TO THE UNSUSPECTING

The criminal usually steals to demand, if you are offered a quality product at a bargain price or are suspicious to the source of the product

DON’T BUY IT

These goods cannot be returned nor do they come with a guarantee

The Peninsula team want people to take these simple steps to have a more enjoyable Christmas. Unfortunately police in previous years had occasion to investigate crimes at Christmas time, which can have a more detrimental effect on the victims. These crimes included burglaries where the thieves had stolen Christmas presents from the bottom of Christmas trees."

Report suspicious behaviour in the area where you live, work and shop.
